Decodable OG Lesson: Concepts to Keep in Mind while Planning


Simple to Complex (word order) 

Phonemic Awareness or Word Building: one sound or one letter at a time

Engaging all the Multisensory Pathways e.g., having students repeat words

Include tapping left to right, the palm of the hand facing the student's face 
(helps with sequencing)

Careful word choice according to the group’s ability: 
Higher groups: may be able to decode soft c & g  words with hard c & g: tack/ take, rag/rage; more blends 

Groups with fluency issues: use words and phrases directly from the story
		to build exposure to the words and fluency

A lesson that will support student success by 80-90%
