2. Give each student words on a card or sticky note → students take turns reading their word with each ending - other students repeat the word & determine if it is a real word or not. 

Model First: brushing (works), brushed (works), brushs (does not work), brushes (works) 

Students’ words: need, wait, play,  look, wash, jump, call, eat 

Can have students write the words they make with the endings
